· 10th grade core program: 

· English 10
· Biology or Anatomy/Physiology

· Job shadowing – 10 times (in pairs) per year

· Mammoth Hospital – Lab, ER, Radiology, Dental, Physical Therapy, Nursing Ward, Labor/Delivery, Family Medicine, Pediatrics

· Other Health Care Partners – Acupuncture, Chiropractic, Private Dental Offices, Paramedics, Mammoth Lakes Fire Department

· Guest speakers & Field trips

· CPR and First Aid training – American Heart Association Heartsaver First Aid

· Integrated unit – Blood drive with United Blood Services in Reno

· History of health care and blood transfusions over time

· Biology of the blood – in conjunction with the lab @ Mammoth Hospital

· Public speaking, public service announcements, press releases to generate interest and volunteers
· 11th grade core program: 

· English 11

· Anatomy/Physiology or Chemistry

· US History

· Health Careers 2

· Mentoring – 10 hours for one semester (2nd semester mentoring is optional)

· MENU project – Dr. Maria King grant for improving elementary student physical exercise and healthy eating - 9 students spent their time instructing students/parents and shopped/cooked.  The students also received honorariums from the grant at the end of their service.

· Mono County Health Department – 2 students worked with a public health nurse during the fall flu clinics and to compose/present a lesson on contraception for high school students.

· Local dental offices – two students have been assisting local dentists and observing their work (including wisdom tooth surgery)

· InLine Chiropractic – 1 student being mentored by a local chiropractor

· Pediatrics – 1 student shadowing and being mentored by a pediatrician

· ER – 3 students volunteering after-school and on weekends with ER nurses.

· Labor and Delivery – 2 students working with nurses in the clinic

· Radiolody – 3 students being mentored by 3 difference radiology technicians in ultra sound, CT, CAT scans and MRI

· Family Medicine Clinic – 1 student who is being mentored by a family medicine doctor/psychiatrist.  This mentee will become our first paid intern in spring 2011.

· Laboratory – 2 students being mentored by the head technician.

· Guest speakers – general surgery, orthopedic surgery, junior college dean and counselors, chiropractor, public health nurse, pediatrician
· CERT Training (Community Emergency Response Team) by Mammoth Lakes CERT
· Disaster Preparedness

· Fire Suppression

· Triage and Emergency Scene Management

· Winter Driving Strategies
· Intermediate First Aid training

· Cerro Coso College Virtual High School online classes
· Offered free to Eastern Sierra Students
· Students 1st take “Becoming a Successful Online Student” a one unit, pass/no pass class (3 weeks)
· During the 2nd semester, students choose from the following courses
· Medical Terminology

· Nutrition

· Introduction to Health Care

· Health, Safety and Nutrition for the Young Child

· 12th grade core program: 

· English 12 (the only academic class designated HSA for the 12th grade year)
· Chemistry (all HSA students will have taken Biology, Chemistry and Anatomy/Physiology by the conclusion of their senior year)
· Internships – students will follow up on their health care skills by either:
· Applying for paid/unpaid internships at Mammoth Hospital and within the community health care providers of Mammoth Lakes  
· Enrolling in certificate programs

· Certified Nurses Aide is offered through Cerro Coso College in Bishop, CA (a neighboring community) during the summer
· EMT programs are offered via Mammoth Lakes Fire Department and Cerro Coso College and are open to seniors

· Internships through the Mono County Health Department

· Seniors in the HSA  will be trained as health educators by the Mono County Health Department and County Office of Education personnel over the summer of 2011 and will present lessons based upon the county’s “75210”* program to elementary students within their 1st, 2nd and 3rd grade classrooms.  * 7 healthy breakfasts/week; 5 fruits and vegetables every day; Limit screen time to 2 hours per week; Be active for at least 1 hour per day; and Drink 0 sugar-sweetened beverages.
· Internships with private dental offices in Mammoth Lakes  

· Students will apply for entry level positions at several dental offices in town.  These offices have, in the past, trained successful student workers as dental assistants and sponsored their entry into dental hygienist programs.
· HOSA – one of Mammoth High School’s staff members is sponsoring a HOSA chapter for Mammoth H.S. HSA students
· Field Trips – several field trips will be explored which would introduce HSA students to various colleges and universities
· Continued course work via Cerro Coso College

· Seniors who have room in their schedules can take additional classes via Cerro Coso’s Virtual High School Program

· Mammoth High School graduates who enroll at Cerro Coso College and apply for a well-funded scholarship will receive free tuition and free books!

· An LVN program has been started for Mammoth Campus Cerro Coso College students.  A number of the graduating Mammoth H.S. HSA students will have already completed a number of the pre-requisites for entering this program.  12 spots are open for an 18 month program.
