	Listening and Speaking 1.4
Students will discuss and learn the rules of debating in their English classes while analyzing how genetics work in their biology classes coupled with an analysis of how genetic engineering has traditionally worked in their world history class.

Those students not participating in the debate directly will use their publishing skills to create propaganda pamphlets for their side of the debate.
