MOTIVATION/OPENER:  “It’s a WRAP—yes, we’ll WRAP up the year with a group project integrating History topics, Economics and Business issues, with English research skills.  You will be using what you have learned about history and analyzing the role of business as it relates to the WHO, WHAT, WHEN, WHERE, and WHY of your chosen topic.”
TEACHER PRESENTATION:  
A.  Divide students into groups of four.

B.  Distribute student handout listing the following topics which are related to the interplay of History, Business, and Economics.  Explain how all topics deal with debates and issues that still rage and will require thorough research in order to take a stand and defend a position.

STUDENT APPLICATION:  Student groups explore topic possibilities by matching topics with CTE and World History content standards in order to select standards and topics to research.  With topics selected, groups then assign the following roles:  Writer, Researcher, Artist, and Presenter (creates outline and organizes the group presentation).

Write-up:  Summarize the main points of your presentation.  Format as follows: double-space, MLA format, 12 point font, approximately three pages. Using your outline, provide subject headings to organize your paper.  Proofread for accuracy and error-proof papers.

Research:  Accompanying the write-up will be your bibliography of sources. Consult your English textbook, MLA Manual of Style, and note below for formatting assistance.  You must have at least six sources, only three may be websites or electronic sources, the rest must be articles and books.  Two must be recent (past 12 months) articles dealing with the debates and issues surrounding your topic. 
Artwork:  Your original art and visual aid for this project may be a poster, a PowerPoint, artifacts that you have created, a collage of images, a timeline, or your own video.  You will be graded on your originality and the manner in which your visual enhances and contributes to the understanding of your topic.
Presentation:  Group findings will be presented in a brief (5 – 10 minute) oral overview of your findings including your opinion related to the issues presented.  Begin with your THESIS that clearly presents your Overview and Opinion.  Organize your presentation by developing an outline (double-spaced; see format below) that divides the report into segments that will be presented by each member of the group. Take a stand and support your stance with facts and examples.  Use your business marketing skills to convince your “clients” (the class) who will be asking questions following your presentation.  You will be graded on your delivery, the persuasiveness of your stance, the creative mode of delivery, the depth of information presented, and your comprehensive knowledge of your subject as demonstrated through your response to the questions posed by the class. All group members will be expected to participate.
TEACHER PRESENTATION:  Review Costa’s three-level questions and ask student groups to create one level-two question and one level-three question to be used in their presentation.  One of the questions will be the basis for their entire inquiry of an issue related to their topic.  The second question will be posed at the end of their presentation for audience response.  

STUDENT APPLICATION:  Students consider debatable issues related to their chosen topic and select the inquiry question and the discussion question.

ASSESSMENT/EVALUATION:  Scoring rubric attached for project assessment.  Evaluation of student engagement will be shown with student Exit Cards or critiques and summaries of key points from each presentation.
CLOSURE:  Student presentations are varied and lively showing evidence of engagement in issues of the past and present plus the role of business in history.
LESSON PLAN REFLECTION:  To be done at the completion of lesson.

Research:  Accompanying the write-up will be your bibliography of sources. Consult your English textbook, Student Writer’s Handbook, and note below for formatting assistance.  You must have at least ten sources, only three may be websites or electronic sources, the rest must be articles and books.  Two of the remaining seven must be recent (past 12 months) articles dealing with the debates and issues surrounding your topic. 
Artwork:  Your original art and visual aid for this project may be a poster, a PowerPoint, artifacts that you have created, a collage of images, a timeline, or your own video.  You will be graded on your originality and the manner in which your visual enhances and contributes to the understanding of your topic.
Presentation:  Group findings will be presented in a brief (5 – 10 minute) oral overview of your findings including your opinion related to the issues presented.  Begin with your THESIS that clearly presents your Overview and Opinion.  Organize your presentation by developing an outline (double-spaced) that divides the report into segments that will be presented by each member of the group. Bibliography/Works Cited Format:

The following is the basic, all purpose entry for a website taken from the MLA Manual of Style.

Author(s). Name of Page. Date of Posting/Revision. Name of institution/organization affiliated with the site. Date of Access <electronic address>. 

It is necessary to list your date of access because web postings are often updated, and information available at one date may no longer be available later. Be sure to include the complete address for the site. Also, note the use of angled brackets around the electronic address; MLA requires them for clarity. Don’t worry if the URL is underlined.  You may have to add the angled brackets after you have typed in the URL, or go to they toolbar and click  Tools / AutoCorrect / AutoFormat and change the hyperlink option.

Sample:

Welcome to YaleUniversity. 2004. Yale University. September 9, 2004 <http://yale.edu>.

If no author is given for a web page or electronic source, start with and alphabetize by the title of the piece and use a shortened version of the title for parenthetical citations.
