I would like to make the following free and voluntary statement:
Since September 2009, I have been the victim of online harassment by several of my peers. The harassment has been happening on an InyerFace webpage created by “Hillside Sorority,” a group of girls at Hillside High School led by Naomi Woods. The site rates students at Hillside based on their popularity.  I feel I was the target of this site because I came from France in the middle of last year, and these girls didn’t like me. Naomi became really jealous when I started dating her ex-boyfriend Christopher Nicholson.

In December, the host of the site started a new comment thread, titled “Update on Frenchie,” which was their nick name for me.  The posting falsely claimed that I was sexually promiscuous with both female and male students at the school.

I confronted Naomi in the cafeteria the next day, but she claimed to have no idea what I was talking about. It’s true that the website was created anonymously by a user named “Sorority Queen,” but everyone at school knows that it was created by Naomi. There were dozens of responses to this comment, by other students jumping on the band wagon, adding more humiliating rumors.  After that, I was so upset that I didn’t want to go to school any more.  Then Chris broke up with me. The next week, I noticed new postings on the site from a user named “C-Nick Route” with more untrue stories about me. I know that this was Chris, because I have seen him use “C-Nick” as a nick name before.


Ms. Juarez is my favorite teacher. In about mid-February, Ms. Juarez pulled me aside after class to say she was worried about me, and to ask if anything was going on.  I broke down in tears and told her everything.  She said she would follow up right away.  The principal, Ms. Dennis, met with me and said she would investigate the situation further.  Two days later, she called me into her office to tell me that she had suspended Chris from school for five days and that Chris had written me an apology letter, which she gave to me. When I asked why Naomi didn’t get suspended, she said they didn’t have enough evidence to prove that Naomi created the website.  “Sorority Sister” could be anyone, he said. That’s when mom and I decided to come down to the police station to file a complaint.  We figured if the school couldn’t do anything, then maybe the police could.
